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Zhongshan Museum, a comprehensive prefecture-level museum owned by the
government, is a subsidiary of Zhongshan Municipal Bureau of Culture, Radio,
Television and News of Guangdong Province.

The Museum is located at No.197 Sun Wen Road Central, Shiqi District,
Zhongshan City, Guangdong Province, covering a land area of 700m® and a
building area of 2,000m’. In the past, on the site was the Zhongshan County
Overseas Chinese Public Hospital, which was founded in 1932 by Xiao Huichen,
a Chinese American, with the donations of overseas Chinese and friends from
all walks of life. And the building was completed and put to use in 1934, as the
first hospital of Western medicine in Zhongshan. In 2004, the old site of this
hospital was announced as an irremovable historic relic by Zhongshan
Municipal People's Government.

At present, the Museum has various types of collections such as stone artifacts,
pottery, chinaware, painting and calligraphies etc., among which the painting
and calligraphies of artists with Zhongshan's origin, the overseas Chinese
historic relics and the materials about Zhongshan celebrities have the special
features.

In recent years, based on the museum running principle of “characterization,
serialization, diversification and miniaturization” proposed by Zhongshan
Municipal Bureau of Culture, Radio, Television and News of Guangdong
Province, Zhongshan Museum has found a road with local features by making
efforts to tape the potential, reorganize the resources and actively carrying

out exploration, and has successively built up Zhongshan Art Gallery, the first
radio museum in China, named “China Radio Museum of Zhongshan” the first
commercial culture museum in China, named “Xiangshan Commercial Culture
Museum” and Zhongshan Cartoon Museum, and all are open to the public for
free. Besides, the new Zhongshan Museum and Zhongshan History Museum of
Overseas Chinese, located at 139 Cultural Zone (Museum Complex), are under
construction.
